Interior Department Honors Coal-Mac for Excellent Environmental Practices, Mountain Laurel for
Citizenship

ST. LOUIS (September 19, 2007) — Two of Arch Cod's (NY SE: ACI) mines were recognized yesterday by the U.S.
Department of Interior for demonstrating the best reclamation and stewardship practices of the past year.

The 2007 National Award was presented on Sept. 18 to Coal-Mac, Inc.'s Holden 22 mine for excellence in surface mine
reclamation, specifically for the environmental restoration of nearly two miles of previously abandoned mine landsin just two
years. Holden 22 was nominated and then selected from a national pool of reclamation sites across the United States.

Since the awards program began in 1986, Arch Coa and its subsidiaries have won the coveted Director's Award three times, the
National Award three times, the national Good Neighbor Award three times, as well as the Specia 25th Anniversary Award.

The U.S. Department of Interior's Office of Surface Mining (OSM) is the agency responsible for regulating the environmental
impacts of coal production. Nominations from coal mine operators are first judged by state mining regulatory agencies, which
forward state-level winnersto OSM Headquarters for final judging at the national level. A panel of experts from OSM completes
the final judging.

In addition to the National Award,
Coal-Mac earned the West Virginia Reclamation Award and the Wildlife West Virginia Award from the West Virginia

Virginia Department of Environmental Protection for outstanding reclamation. Coal-Mac also earned OSM's National Good

Mingo Logan Coa Company's Mountain Laurel mining complex is located in Logan County, W.Va. near Sharples, and employs
more than 250 people. Earlier this year, Mountain Laurel earned this year's top environmental award, the Greenlands Award,
given by the West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection for its outstanding achievementsin environmental care, as well
as the American Coa Council's Excellence in Community Development Award.
